PROTOCOL 
My Worthy Brothers, 
 Since we have many new members, and many 

of us older members have limited retention of the 
rules we have all been taught, I thought it might be 

time for a refresher lesson on observing correct 
protocol during a Council business meeting.  

Although there are many, I will present just a few 
(perhaps more at a later date): 

1. When a member wishes to speak, he will first 
get the attention of the Grand Knight (G.K.) by 
raising his hand while sitting in place.  After 
getting the G.K.'s attention the member will 
stand and salute the G.K. in the customary 
manner.  Once the member has the 
acknowledgement of the G.K. he may speak 
to the G.K. or to another member "through the 
chair".  He "has the floor" and the only other 
conversation occurs when a response is 
called for.  This is the long way around to 
saying that there should be no other 
conversations, joking, or sideline comments 
among the members. 

2. Whenever an ordained minister enters the 
council chamber during the meeting, the G.K. 
shall bang the gavel three (3) times and all 
shall immediately stand. 

3. When a Supreme officer, state officer, or 
representative is introduced, the G.K. shall 
bang the gavel three (3) times and all shall 
immediately stand.  Representatives include 
insurance agents (Supreme) and District 
Deputies (State). 

4. Whenever a member has approval to 
approach the G.K., or to cross the council 
chamber to receive or deliver anything, the 
member will upon crossing the middle, first 
salute the G.K. and then the Deputy Grand 
Knight (D.G.K.) in the customary manner. 

Whenever in doubt as to the correct procedure or 
protocol, always remember to be courteous and 
respectful of your fellow brothers and we won't go to 
far astray.
