Making a difference for life.

September is Life Insurance Awareness Month. To help educate consumers about the need for and
value of adequate life insurance protection, the Life Insurance Market Research Association (LIMRA)
has published the following five facts. These statistics are certainly worth considering.

Fact 1: Nearly three-fourths of North Americans agree that life insurance is the best way to protect
against premature death of the primary wage earner.

Fact 2: Twenty-four million households have no life insurance protection at all. Almost one third of
adults have no life insurance protection.

Fact 3: Forty-four percent of all households either don’t own life insurance and believe they should, or
own life insurance and believe they need more. Among those that already own some life insurance, 40
percent believe they don’t have enough.

Fact 4: One-fourth of primary wage earners feel they do not have a plan in place to provide a decent
standard of living for their family if they died tomorrow. Twelve percent of families would
immediately have trouble meeting everyday living expenses and another 15 percent would have
difficulty keeping up after several months.

Fact 5: People would like to discuss life insurance with a qualified professional agent. They believe
that buying life insurance is an important and complex financial decision. Half find it difficult to
decide how much to buy, and 43 percent worry about making the wrong decision.

Resolutions

Delegates to the annual international convention of the Knights of Columbus Aug. 7 adopted a
resolution calling for “legal and constitutional protection . . . for the definition of marriage as the

union of one man and one woman to the exclusion of all others.”

They also adopted a resolution opposing “any governmental action or policy that promotes
abortion, embryonic stem cell research, human cloning, euthanasia, assisted suicide and other

offenses against life.”

Culture of Life

The delegates challenged “our fellow Catholics who are elected officials to be true to the faith they
claim to profess by acting bravely and publicly in defense of life, affirming with Pope Benedict XVI

that ‘there can be no room for purely private religion.’”

The resolution stated that the organization reaffirms its “commitment to building a culture of life
by promoting policies that favor the family,” and reaffirmed the organization’s “long standing
policy of not inviting to any Knights of Columbus event persons, especially public officials or

candidates for public office, who do not support the legal protection of unborn children.”

The resolution on life issues follows by several days the opening convention address by Supreme
Knight Carl A. Anderson, in which he called on Catholic voters to “stop accommodating pro-
abortion politicians,” and encouraged them to “say ‘no’ to every candidate of every political party

who supports abortion.”

Protection of Marriage

The resolution on protecting marriage declares that “marriage is a natural institution based on
ancient human values that have evolved over time into a unique and deeply rooted social, legal
and religious institution,” and that it “reflects the natural biological complementarily between man
and woman which predates the state and which is woven into the social and religious fabric of

every major culture and society.”

Marriage between man and woman “provides the most favorable environment in which to protect

the rights and the best interests of children,” the resolution stated.

Convention delegates adopted resolutions dealing with other public policy issues as well, including
building a culture of life, religious liberty, the Universal Declaration on Human Rights, decency on

the Internet and in the media, Catholic education, and the Pledge of Allegiance.
