PRO LIFE  

MOUNTAIN TOP 
 
Dear Brother Knights: 
 
Saturday, January 23rd's Sixth annual Walk for Life West Coast 
was a huge success despite inclement weather. Festivities began 
with a jam packed Holy Mass at St. Mary's Cathedral. Archbishop 
Niederauer's Homily was very meaningful as he used Micah 7:6 
“A man's enemies will be they of his own household” as his text 
and related this to our own families, parishes, and Church. In my 
opinion, some of our worst opposition exists within our 
congregations as opposed to the dwindling street counter-
demonstration.  

 
At Justin Herman Plaza the rain poured while the charter buses 
dropped off their riders and the rest of us assembled. It continued 
to rain throughout the speeches, intensely at times, however 
these particular march-attendees were not the “faint of heart.” 
They knew the heart of Almighty God and were willing to sacrifice 
in order to take a stand for Life. One particular speaker connected 
with me in a special way. He was representing our brothers and 
sisters in Paris, France who held a similar event recently. His 
message was simple: Work with us, and together we can 
accomplish much. Abortion is a world wide scourge. 
Finally the Walk itself began. Counter-demonstrators numbered 
less than a hundred (we are tougher and more dedicated). Very 
evident was the ratio of young persons to older. Each year more 
and more youth groups catch the wave while other teens walk 
with their parents or attend in small groups. This is a good sign 
that our Church still has a little hope because these young people 
will follow our Churches teachings. Another reality that became 
immediately apparent to me was the ethnic diversity present and 
the distances many traveled to attend this years event. We 
walked some distance with a man originally from Montreal, 
Canada and in front of us a small group conversed in an Asian 
dialect. Grace and I prayed Friday for the Reno, Nevada group 
(usually a few hundred in number) and were delighted to see that 
they had made it across the snowy Sierra's. Another large group 
came down from Corvallis, Oregon. One-hundred eighty 
Catholics came from a small town near Fresno. It just matters 
how Catholic or Christian you are- not the size of your 
community. As one would EXPECT many Knight's of Columbus 
Councils were well-represented, although the Fourth degree was 
noticeably absent (at least in regalia) at the cathedral Mass. Once 
I heard that some selfish individual scheduled a chapter meeting 
(convenient for his own schedule) that conflicted with the date for 
Walk for Life West Coast (always known a year ahead).  
Unbelievably the K.C.'s did not reschedule their chapter meeting. 
Militant youth leaders have done the same with their youth groups 
by scheduling “retreats” to conflict with Walk for Life. Like the 
Archbishop reminded us- our enemies are often amongst us.  
 
Lastly...there will be made available at our next meeting quite a 
bit of Pro-Life literature and some “freebies.” We also have a 
“grab bag” of goodies for our youth group. There is a student run 
Pro-Life youth organization from down south that would love to 
come up a put on a youth activity for our students even though it 
is quite a distance to travel.

Membership Dues 
  
It was sent out last month the Knights of Columbus Membership Bill to each member.   Our council dues are $30 a 
year.  There is also a charge of $3.65 for the Californian Columbian Charities.  If you belong to the Father Joseph 

O’Callahan Assembly, dues are $20 a year.  

  

It will save our council and assembly mailing cost if you pay your dues at our next meeting or if you can mail it in 
before I send out the billing.  If you decide to mail in your payment, please make out a separate check for the 

council and assembly dues.   
  
Note:  The $3.65 charge is a voluntary donation. The funds received from this charge will go to the California 

Columbian Charities Inc.  The California Columbian Charities Inc. is a nonprofit corporation formed by the California 

State Council in 1955.  Set up to help Knights with emergencies, it awards 50 to 60 grants each year totaling $80,000 
to $100,000.  California Knights voluntarily contribute a penny a day beyond their dues to the fund.  State council 

officers are the fund’s directors and a three-person committee acts on each application forwarded by a grand knight.   

If approved, the applicant will receive the fund’s maximum award, $2000.
