Of 
course, this will meet several legal challenges, and thats the 
purpose. Finally our nations supreme court will be placed in a 
position to make a special ruling on abortion and revisit some 
very disturbing scientific research.

One thing is certain: we United States Catholic Pro-Lifer's are 
not alone! In fact, allow me to remind you that all of us are 
united through the Communion of Saints. “All Heaven rejoices 
over the salvation of a single sinner,” scripture tells us.
